Officers will inquire about any firearms or other
deadly weapons.

A Psychiatric Emergency Response Team (PERT)
clinician will be dispatched if available, but they
will not be able to intervene until the situation is
rendered safe.

If your family member is an adult, the officers and/or
the PERT unit cannot disclose information about
him/her due to medical privacy laws.
